The Renaissance Globe Project is an education project which was originated by the Museum of the History of Science to celebrate the 500th anniversary of the cosmographer and map-maker Gerard Mercator. It was delivered in partnership with the Ashmolean Museum, the Museum of Oxford, and the Oxford University Museum of Natural History during the summer of 2012. Through workshops and family events, a series of large themed globes were constructed which were exhibited at the Museum in the autumn. Well over 1,500 visitors were inspired to participate in crafting the globes, discovering the history of globes, and exploring the collections. As a result of the project, there are three large globes available for loan, without charge, as a renewable resource for museums, schools or community groups who would like to make use of them for new projects. The globes are 80cm in diameter and mounted in collapsible 18th-century style frames. When fully assembled in the frame, the total width is about 1.2m. They are lightweight (expanded polystyrene spheres) and can easily be moved by two people. Advice on projects is available from the Museum’s education team.
